The Virondot is expansive and broad, showing its muscle and volume from the off.
The nose is open and breezy, with little white fruits and a chalky, stony character
alongside. It is on the palate that there is greater drama with a range of gears to be
moved through and a confident, driven finish.

Domaine Marc Morey is one of the best addresses in Chassagne-Montrachet. Sabine
Mollard, the fourth generation, continues the work of her predecessors. Her wines
are textbook Chassagne-Montrachet combining tension and freshness with richness
and effortless power. They are generally matured in around 15% to 20% new oak
depending on the vintage and cru. The wines are delightful in their youth, offering
immediate enjoyment, and with time in the cellar, they will evolve, gaining depth
and complexity.
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
