Volnay Les Mitans ler Cru comes from two parcels containing relatively younger
vines for the domaine, planted around 12 years ago. The lifted bouquet of black and
blue fruit is quite floral in style and may be showing a little more oak than the other
crus at the moment. The harmonious palate is medium-bodied with succulent tannin,
a fine bead of acidity and a touch of white pepper and clove toward the finish. Very
fine.
